It's a privilege for me to be able to say "Hello and
welcome {or welcome back)." | hope you will use
this directory as one way to start to put names and
faces together and to learn about the different ser-
vices of the college.

My charge is to use this space to introduce you to
student development. Student development is a term
you'll hear a lot at Whitworth for it means a lot of
things. For one thing, student development is a pri-
mary goal of the college so it appears in a lot of
literature and gets talked about in a lot of speeches
regarding the college. For another, it's the name of
the division responsible for many aspects of student
life such as housing, the Health Center student acti-
vities, counseling, student employ

vices, career and life planning, testing, etc., etc. So
you're likely to have occasions to interact with stu-
dent developemnt staff members in these different
areas. We want to serve you well and to see that you
are treated as the special individual you are.

Most important, however, are the people who
make up student development for student develop-
ment is people. We are people who are in this field of
work because we like people. We are vitally con-
cerned about our own growth as individuals and
about helping others grow. Because of this, we have
invested from one or two to six or more years gaining
professional training in this area. We believe in what
we do and also believe that one of the most exciting
things in the world to be about is the integration
of the goal of this college-student/human develop-
ment with the theme of Jesus Christ.

Who are we and what do we do? Well, let's give a
rundown starting with Susan and Elizabeth in student
activities. Susan has been in Student Activities for
several years, but being the Interim Student Affairs
Coordinator is new for her. Elizabeth is brand new --
having just recently moved here from Austin, Texas.
You'll learn more about SAC (for Student Activities
Center or Coordinator) so | won't go into a further
description except to say that both Susan and
Elizabeth are employed half-time by ASWC and half-
time by student development. We think this is highly
appropriate for it gives an accountability directly to
you as students as well as to the college.

In the Health Center, you'll find Georgene
Winniford and June Chance, two highly skilled and
experienced R.N.'s, available to serve you. Ann
Berney, a recent graduate of Whitworth and also a re-
gistered nurse, is the night nurse, and Bertha Lord is
the clinic assistant. We are also very pleased to have
a working relationship with Family Medicine of
Spokane. Through Family Medicine we gain the ser-
vices of a number of capable physicians who staff the
Health Center on Monday, Tuesday, Thursday and
Friday evenings. The Health Center also employs a
laboratory technician to work during clinic hours.

Some of our student development staff members
live right in the dorms so as to be more readily
accessible to you and to get to know you better. A
majority of these staff are students, known as ''RA's"
for Resident Advisors. We also have four student
staff members with major responsibility for parti-
cular dorms or areas. They are known as Head Resi-
dents and the four this year are Cathy Barber in

In addition to the student staff, the following pro-
fessional staff are in the residence halls to serve you:
Eileen Henrick is the ®veteran'' on our staff, in her
13th year with the residence program at Whitworth.
Eileen is the RC (resident counselor) in South
Warren.

Also serving as an RC in the Warrens is Vickie
Bushee. Vickie is in her first year at Whitworth,
coming to us from Washington State University.
Vickie's apartment is in East Warren, and she serves
as RC for both East and West.

Neal and Marcia Blankenship, along with Chad and
Josh, are in Stewart. Neal is in his third year as RC
for Stewart.

Rubye 'Faye' Carter, RC in BJ, comes to Whit-
worth from Boston, where she worked for a number
of years in the public schools. Although Faye has
only been here a couple of months, she has already
won her way into the hearts of Whitworth staff,
faculty and students.

Roger Bagler, RC in Arend, is also new to Whit-
worth, coming via Westmont College and Indiana
University. In addition to his work in the residence
halls, Roger will be putting his basketball experiences
to use by helping out with coaching duties for the
men's basketball team.

The live-out residence staff professionals this year,
known as "Area Directors', are John Walker and
Sandy Gill. John, is in his third year at Whitworth
and second year as Area Director for the ABC dorms
and the Village. Sandy, who was RC in BJ last year,
is Area Director for Ballard and McMillan. Both John
and Sandy have offices in the Student Development
Center, and Sandy also has an office in Ballard and
can be reached there.

Other student development staff members who
work in the Student Development Center include our
receptionist, Lorie Nicolet, who has been with us for
a couple of years, is moving to Alaska so there will be
a new face and person to meet and greet you.

Barbara Dutcher, administrative assistant, is res-
ponsible for office management and has the answers
to an awful lot of questions you might have about a
variety of matters. Barb also is coordinator of family
student housing, so questions related to that should
be referred to her.

Kaye Via Mickelson, former Coordinator of Stu-

dent Activities, is now Director of Residence Life.
In addition to having primary responsibility for the
residence life program, Kaye is very involved in
teaching classes such as ''Women in Relation to Their
Bodies', '""Human Sexuality", and 'Helping Rela-
tionships"'.

Kathy Palms, comes to Whitworth from Mills
College in Oakland, California. She is our new
Director of Career/Life Planning and Placement, and
in this position she is proving to be a tremendous re-
source for the Whitworth Community.

Assisting Kathy is Greg Falk, Coordinator of Stu-
dent Employment. Greg is half-time with Student
Development, and is also a student at Whitworth.
If you have questions or concerns about Student Em-
ployment. . . .or just need a job. . . .Greg is the person
1o see.

Lelia Brown, Coordinator of Minority Affairs and
Learning Resources, has primary responsibility for
designing programs and activities that will assist mino-
rity students in their adjustment. . . . .and experience
at. . . Whitworth. She also supervises the tutorial pro-
gram, works with academic advisement, teaches
courses and workshops on study skills, and generaily
seeks to assist students who need additional learning
resources.

Jerry Hermanson, Coordinator of Counseling Ser-
vices, is available for personal counseling, and is active
in educational and ombudsman roles across the
campus. Jerry also coordinates the testing program
for the college.

Then there is me, Bill Peterson. 1'm in my third
year as vice president for student life and director of
student development. The last time | read my job
description, it said that | was to be a member of the
president's staff, member of the Advisory Review
Board,chairperson of the Student Affairs Council,
administrative representative to the Student Life
Committee of the Board of Trustees, and that | was
to administer the overall functions of student
development. Suffice it to say, that | "groove" on
Whitworth, like students, and want to do what | can
to make this a better place for all of us.

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WHO NEEDS COLLEGE?
Duncan Ferguson
Vice President for Academic Affairs

Not long ago, a significant lead article appeared in
Newsweek Magazine entitled, ""Who Needs College?"
The cover depicted two recent graduates, dressed in
cap and gown trying desperately to hold on to their
jack-hammers. The obvious intent of the picture was
to raise the question of whether a college education
really helps in finding a job, and an even more basic
question was implied - whether a college education
has any value at all.

I'm convinced that the questions
Newsweek need to be asked, but I'm equally con-
vinced that an affirmative answer can be given,
especially in reference to Whitworth. Who Needs

College?. .. ... alot of people do if the college has its
act together.,

A college worth its salt should assist its students in
at least four areas. First, it should provide an
environment which encourages personal growth and
maturity. To live in a complex world which places
incredible demands on us requires that we really have
it together. Otherwise life can be a series of little
hells, each creating a new kind of suffering. But to
know who we are and what we are doing can make all

the difference.

Second, a college should help its students develop a
variety of skills, skills applicable in any situation
which comes along. One should graduate from
college a better writer and speaker, a more critical
and perceptive thinker, able to find information and
use it, and more aware and appreciative of cultural
differences. These skills, and several others like them
are basic to a college education and to any kind of
life situation.

Third, a college which is doing its job should pro-
vide a student with an in-depth knowledge of one
area which will lead the student toward his or her life-
work. To know enough, to have the confidence
which comes with having an insider's grasp, to be
competent, useful and employable are essential in-
gredients of the college experience.

Finally, the college should help students become
responsible people who are aware of the world's very
real problems and who want to invest their lives in
helping solve them. It is our deep conviction that the
world-is not only here for us, but that we are here for
the world. We are to be good stewards of God's
creation and participants with Him in building a
better world. You should expect that Whitworth will
provide you with a sense of mission, a challenge to in-
vest your life in a cause greater than yourself.

So, who needs college? Nearly everyone who
wants to speed up the process of becoming mature,
competent, knowledgeable and responsible. When |
hire, | want to find someone who is all these things.
And how does Whitworth rate on providing this kind
of education? | think reasonably well, and | hope
you will find it that way. If you don't let us know,
and we'll try to make the necessary changes. Have a
good vyear.

Secondly, the student managers
system utilizes the Social Programming budget to
provide movies, concerts, dances, etc. Thirdly, a Re-
serve fund (about $9,000 this year) is specifically

The ASWC Executive Vice President is responsible
for facilitating student involvement in the college
decision making structures. |If you want to be in-
volved or are just interested in how decisions are
being made, contact Joan Roti. She'll put you on the
right track.

But | realize that not all students have the time
and/or inclination to be directly involved. If you
have a concern but would like someone else to ex-
plore it, or simply have a question or two that you
would like answered, please come talk to me. As stu-
dent body president, | am often called upon to indi-
cate "how the students feel" about one issue or
another, and that is especially difficult if you don't
tell me.

Student government exists to accomplish a myriad
of things, but it also exists to be what you want it to
be. The highest policy making body of the ASWC is
Presidents' Council, and your dorm president or com-
muter student representative is a member. Talk to
him or her and find out what's going on. Or contact
myself, Joan Roti (Executive Vice President), or John
Johnson (Finanacial Vice President) at the student
activities center in the HUB.
